Among his recent projects are a comparative study of the use of information technology in public management reform, and an examination of the impact of technology on citizen participation in government, both conducted for the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development;  management reviews of the Caspian Finance Center of the U.S. Trade and Development Administration and USAID’s democracy and governance programs in Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union; a review of automation in the Georgian Parliament; and an evaluation and workshop on e-government in Jordan..  

He served as director of the Office of Administration in the Executive Office of the President from 1995 to 1997.   In that role, he was responsible for all operations in support of the President and Executive Office staff including information technology and telecommunications; human resources; finance, accounting and budgeting.   

From 1970 to 1977 and 1980 to 1995, Mr. Reeder served at the U.S. Office of Management and Budget where he was chief of information policy, deputy associate director for veterans affairs and personnel, and assistant director for general management.  Among his accomplishments while a member of the information policy staff and later as its chief, he was responsible for developing the Privacy Act of 1974 and the Computer Security Act of 1987.

From 1977 to 1980, Mr. Reeder was deputy director of House Information Systems (now called House Information Resources), the computer support arm of the U.S. House of Representatives.  Its services covered the range of information systems from payroll, finance, office automation, electronic photo-composition and retail supply management and inventory control to legislative tracking and the House Voting System.  From 1961 to 1970, Mr. Reeder held positions in computer operations, programming and systems design with the U.S. Treasury and Defense Departments.

Mr. Reeder serves on the adjunct faculty at Syracuse University and the Georgian (that’s the country not the state) Institute for Public Affairs.  He has also taught at the University of Maryland and the George Washington University.  From 1993 to 1995, he chaired the Public Management Committee of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development.  He has received numerous honors including the Presidential Rank Award as a Meritorious Senior Executive and induction into the Government Computer News Information Resources Management Hall of Fame.  Mr. Reeder is a principal of the Council for Excellence in Government and a fellow of the National Academy of Public Administration.

He resides in Arlington, Virginia with his wife Anna Marie.  They have three children and three grandchildren.
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
